Unlike the principal of
endowed funds, current funds are completely expendable at the discretion of the fund administrator.

In investing its current funds, the overall strategy of the UC San Diego Foundation is to emphasize safety of principal, while ensuring quality of
holdings, liquidity, and meeting cash flow requirements of current fund holders and Foundation operating expenses. The objective of the
Foundation’s current fund investment portfolio is to maximize available yield, while assuming an appropriate level of risk to ensure the safety of
the principal.
